AGM VISTA AZUL XXII (VA22)
The AGM is VA22's highest and most important body. All unit owners have the right to vote, one vote on each housing unit. Each owner, whether a natural or legal person, counts one wote,but, in addition, each owner has a koefficient of ownership that appears in the deed of sale. For the agreements to be valid, there must be approval in the same sense for both persons and coefficients. This is where all the important decicions are made. This is useful in cases where a person has many homes and wants to assert both votes and homes. In pratice, as each owner usually has a single property, the counting of votes during the voting prcess does not usually take inti account a counting of coefficients.
This is where all important decisions are made. The AGM must follow Spanish law; Horizontal Law. At AGM, accounts, budgets, articles of association, amendments and overall decisions must be adopted. The annual report must be presented and approved. Members must also be elected to the board. The AGM shall adopt the composition and functions of the board. 
AGM has a mandatory annual meeting on the last Friday in April each year at 10.00.
AGM will be presented in English language.
 A moderator can be elected (English language) at the meeting, but usually our representative from the administrator is used for this task. 
In the case of matters to be voted, this must be clearly stated in English. It can also be presented in another language if more than 10 members want this language. 
Most proposals that are voted on are decided by a simple majority. Articles of association/amendments and other matters of principle are also decided by a simple majority. 
In cases where yes and no votes end equally in voting, the rules for a resolution to be approved at the general meeting are as follows:
-For an agreement to be adopted, it is necessary that a majority of people (each person counts as one vote even if they have several homes) as well as a majority of the sum of affirmative coefficients in the direction of the agreement.
-The majority of people are half of the total +1; and half of the coefficient is simply that the sum of the coefficients in favor is greater than the sum of the coefficients against.
"The two majorities must take place at the same time and at every vote.
-Usually, since it does not happen that an owner accumulates many properties, the coefficient is not usually revised.
-If there is a tie of persons: the agreement is not taken, even if there is a majority of the coefficients.-If there is a tie of coefficients: the resolution is not adopted, even if there is a majority of persons.
There is no agreement in a general meeting that requires approval:
-For the position of president, the horizontal property law stipulates that if there are no approved volunteer candidates, a lottery is used.
So "tie" simply means that the deal will not be passed.






ELECTION BOARD MEMBERS:
The nomination committee, represented by the chairman of the committee, explains who is up for election. Furthermore, an account is given of whether they wish to be re-elected. The nomination committee's recommendations on candidates are read out. There may be opposing candidates who have not been nominated by the nomination committee. These must be given the opportunity to present their candidacy with a brief recommendation. Elections without an opposing candidate are decided by a show of hands or acclamation. In the case of several candidates, a written election is required, where slips are handed out and the desired candidate is added, or a blank vote. Most votes have been elected. 
Election committee: The chairman chairs the election. It explains who is up for election, and whether members want re-election. The election is conducted in line with the election to the board. 

Proxy: If a member is unable to physically attend AGM, he has the opportunity to vote on the enclosed power of attorney in notification 2. On the power of attorney, the person in question must note who represents/votes physically at AGM and must fill in their choices on voting. Power of attorney must be sent to the administrator within the deadline mentioned on the notice.

Minutes from AGM are carried out and sent both by post and email via administrator.




EXTRAORDINARY AGM
Extraordinary AGM may be required of all unit holders. Extraordinary AGM can be carried out if the board finds the proposal is in accordance with laws, the condominium's articles of association and guidelines. In addition, a minimum of 22 unit owners ( more than 25% of the owners) must sign a request for an extraordinary AGM. Extraordinary AGM is in practice carried out digitally, this is controlled via the administrator.  Rules voting as at an ordinary AGM.
